
What A Campsite Requires 
 
Potable water, firewood, straw for making mattresses and strewing upon the 
ground, and a privy or toilet for each twenty people attending. 
 
 

What To Take To Camp 
 
At least three changes of shirts, chemises, underwear, coifs and headdresses, etc. 
 
At least one change of normal over clothes. 
 
At least one change of wet and cold weather over clothes. 
 
A hat, a hood, a cloak, a pair of gloves, spare socks and spare kerchiefs. 
 
A belt, and a pouch or a pilgrim’s bag. 
 
Games and pastimes, music and instruments, in-period literature, and sewing and 
embroidery projects. 
 
Toiletries, and items of a medicinal nature. 
 
A knife, a spoon, a bowl, a plate, and a drinking vessel. 
 
A jug or ewer and a basin are also useful. 
 
One or more tents and furnishings, a bed or straw mattress tick, bed sheets and 
blankets. 
 
A wooden-handled spade for entrenching, and a wooden wheelbarrow for carting. 
 
Wooden tables, chairs, benches, and buckets. 
 
Cooking equipment, foodstuffs, alcoholic and non-alcoholic beverages, tablecloths 
and towels, cleaning equipment and materiel. 
 
Equipment of a martial nature. 
 
Horses and equipment of an equestrian nature. 
 
Other tools and equipment as required. 
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
